DIRECTIONS TO THE CLUB: 
 

Coming from Clinton, NY 
Take Route 12B South out of the village.  Turn 
left onto Dugway Road - There is a big sign for 
the club that points towards Dugway Road.  Pro-
ceed South on Dugway Road about 0.9 miles.  
Just before you come to a 2nd bridge be sure to 
stay toward the left.  You are now on Lumbard 
Road.  Go over the bridge second bridge and 
proceed about 0.4 miles.  You will come to 
where Austin Road meets Lumbard Road (on 
your left side).  Stay on Lombard,  and just past 
Austin (30 feet) turn right into our driveway - 
You will see our sign just inside the end of the 
driveway.  Go past the old clubhouse in the 
front, and proceed to the parking lot.  Our new 
clubhouse is right next to the parking lot.
